o Treat all parties to a real estate transaction honestly and fairly.

WRITTEN AGREEMENTS ARE REQUIRED IN CERTAIN SITUATIONS: A license holder who performs brokerage actwity for a prospective
buyer of residential property must enter info & written agreement with the buyer before showing any residential property to the buyer
or if no residential property will be shown, before presenting an offer on behalf of the buyer.

AS AGENT FOR BUYER/TENANT: The broker becomes the buyerftenant's agent by agreeing to represent the buyer, usually through a
written representation agreement. A buyer's agent must perform the broker's minimum duties above and must inform the buyer of any
material information about the property or transaction known by the agent, including information disclosed 1o the agent by the seller or
seller's agent. A buyer/tenant’s agent fees are not set by law and are fully negotiable.

AS AGENT FOR BOTH - INTERMEDIARY: To act as an Intermedsary between the parties the broker must first obtain the written
sgreement of each party to the transaction. The writton agreement must state who will pay the broker and, In conspicuous bold or
undedined print, set forth the broker's obligations as an intermediary. A broker who acts as an intermediary:
¢ Must treat all parties 1o the fransaction impartially and fairly;
* May, with the partes’ writen consenl, appoint a different license holder associated with the broker lo each parly (owner and
buyer) to communicate with, provide opinions and advice to, and carry out the instructions of each party to the transaction,
*  Must not, undess specifically authorized in writing to do so by the party, disclose;
o that the owner will accapt a price less than the written asking price;
o that the buyerftenant will pay a price greater than the price submitled in a written offer, and
o any confidential information or any other information that a party specifically instructs the broker in writing not o
disclose, unless required 1o do 8o by law

A LICENSE HOLDER CAN SHOW PROPERTY TO A BUYER/TENANT WITHOUT REPRESENTING THE BUYER/TENANT IF:
* The broker has not agreed with the buyeritenant, either arally or In writing, 1o represent the buyertenant;
* The broker is not otherwise acting as the buyerftenant's agent at the time of showing the property;
e The broker does not provide the buyer/tenant opinions or advice regarding the property or real estate transactions generally;
and
The broker does not perform any other act of real estate brokerage for the buyerftenant.
Bdore showing a residential property to an unrepresented prospective buyer, a license holder must enter into a written agreement that
contains the information required by section 1101.563 of the Texas Occupations Code. The agresment may not be exclusive and must be
limited to no more than 14 days.
